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Abstract

Many students in the Arabic Language Education Department (ALED) at
Unversitas Darussalam Gontor who graduated from Pondok Modern Darussalam
Gontor (PMDG) have learned nahwu by using the modern book an-Nahwu al-
Wadih. This book was an important part of their grammar studies during their time
at the pesantren. However, after moving on to university-level education, many of
them seem to forget the rules they once learned, possibly because they no longer
study the material in depth or use it regularly. This study looks into how
PowerPoint slides, made in a simpler and more visual format, can help these
students remember nahwu rules they already learned in the past. The research was
carried out with 40 participants obtained through quote sampling, all of whom are
current students in the ALED at Universitas Darussalam Gontor and also alumni
of PMDG. Each student took a pre-test to see how much they still remembered.
Then, they studied a set of PowerPoint slides designed to explain nahwu in a
clearer way. After that, they took a post-test. The results showed that most students
did better on the post-test than on the pre-test. This means the PowerPoint slides
helped them remember the material. Many of them also said that the slides were
easier to understand and nicer to look at compared to reading from the book. This
shows that using PowerPoint can be a useful way to help students refresh their
grammar knowledge, especially if they have already learned it before.

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Introduction
Nahwu is one of the most important parts of learning the
Arabic language. It is like the grammar that helps people understand

how words work together in a sentence. Without knowing nahwu, it
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can be very hard to read, write, or speak Arabic properly.! That is
why students who want to be good in Arabic need to study nahwu
seriously. It teaches the rules about verbs, nouns, and sentence
structures, and these are all needed to understand Arabic texts,
especially in classical or religious contexts.?

Many students who are now studying in the Arabic Language
Education Department (ALED) at Universitas Darussalam Gontor
have already learned nahwu before, especially those who studied at
Pondok Modern Darussalam Gontor (PMDG). At Gontor, nahwu is
taught using a famous book called an-Nahwu al-Wadih. This book is
known for its modern style, and it was used in many modern
pesantrens for many years. Students studied it regularly and practiced
the rules inside and outside the classroom. The learning method at
Gontor focused a lot on memorization, explanation by teachers,
repeated exercises, and daily practices which helped students
understand the basics of Arabic grammar deeply.®

However, even though they studied nahwu in detail during
their time at Gontor, many students find that they forget the material
after some time. As they move on to university-level studies, they are

not always focused on reviewing the same grammar lessons again.

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That is why this study wants to look at a different way to help them
remember what they have learned. Instead of going back to the book,
we try to use PowerPoint slides that are made in a simple and visual
way. The hope is that these slides will make the old lessons easier to
recall, and maybe even more enjoyable to learn again.

When the students at university, especially in the ALED, they
often face a new kind of challenge. For example, the materials are
usually more advanced, and the focus shifts toward other aspects of
Avrabic, like literature, teaching methods, or modern texts. Because
of this shift, students do not always go back and review their basic
nahwu knowledge. Over time, without enough repetition or practice,
it becomes easy to forget. Also, university life brings more subjects
and assignments, which can make students feel overloaded and lose
focus on grammar.* So that, although they have already learned
nahwu during their years at Gontor, many of them struggle to recall
the rules and details they once knew.

Even though nahwu has been studied for a long time in both
traditional and modern schools, most of the research only talks about
how to teach it to beginners or how to explain the rules in the
classroom. Not many studies have paid attention to students who
already learned nahwu before but are now starting to forget it.
Especially for students coming from pesantren backgrounds like

Gontor, there is not enough research about how to help them

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remember nahwu using new tools. That is why this study tries to fill
that gap. It looks at whether using something simple like PowerPoint,
something they are already familiar with, can help them recall what
they used to know in an easier and more enjoyable way.

Because of these problems, this study wants to find out if
PowerPoint can be used as a helpful way to connect what students
learned in the past with how they study today. Since most of these
students have strong basic knowledge from Gontor but have started
to forget it, using a modern tool like PowerPoint might make it easier
for them to review old lessons. It is already used in many classes, and
could present information in a way that looks cleaner, more
organized, and more visual than a regular book.® That’s why it would
be a good bridge between traditional learning and modern review
methods.

This research was conducted to find out whether PowerPoint
really helps students remember nahwu material they have already
studied. It also wants to observe how students feel about using
PowerPoint. Do they think it is easier to understand rules in an-
Nahwu al-Wadih? Do they enjoy studying from slides more than
reading from a book? By answering these questions, the study hopes
to offer a simple solution for students who want to refresh their

Arabic grammar knowledge in a more effective and enjoyable way.

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Method

This study used a quasi-experiment research design that
aimed to see how well students could remember their old nahwu
lessons after being given a short PowerPoint presentation. The design
used was a one-group pre-test and post-test model, which means that
the same group of students was tested before and after the learning
activity.® There was no control group, but the results from before and
after the PowerPoint intervention were compared to see if there was
any improvement. Besides the test scores, the study also looked at
how students felt about the learning experience by asking them to
answer a few questions at the end.

The PowerPoint slides focused on the topic of al-afal al-
khamsah (Five Verbs), which is one of the topics that students
usually study in an-Nahwu al-Wadih during their time at Gontor. The
material was presented in a way that was simpler than the original
book. It used large text, short explanations, and bright colors to help
students focus. Important grammar points were shown clearly with
examples, and each slide only covered one small part of the lesson,
so it would be easier to follow.

To support the study, a sample of the PowerPoint slides was
also prepared, showing the kind of layout and content used during
the intervention. These slides were not only made to explain the

grammar but also to help the students remember it in a faster and

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more friendly way than reading from a long and detailed book. The
goal was to make the students feel less pressured and more confident
in reviewing what they had already learned before.

The participants in this study were 40 students who are
obtained from quote sampling and currently studying in the ALED
at the Universitas Darussalam Gontor. All of them had previously
graduated from PMDG, where they received a strong foundation in
Arabic grammar and other Islamic subjects. During their time at
Gontor, these students had studied an-Nahwu al-Wadih, a modern
grammar book that is widely used in many modern pesantrens and is
known for its step-by-step explanations of Arabic grammar rules.’

Even though they had already learned an-Nahwu al-Wadih
before, many of them were not actively reviewing it after entering

university. This made them a suitable group for testing whether a

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modern tool like PowerPoint could help them recall their past
grammar lessons. Since the goal of the study was to refresh
previously learned material, it was important to choose participants
who had already studied the topic before.

The participants were selected from several different classes
under the same department. All students were informed about the
purpose of the study and agreed to take part in the tests and the
PowerPoint-based review session. Their cooperation and honest
responses helped the research run smoothly and made the data more
reliable.

To support this research, several instruments were used to
collect the needed data and to understand the effects of the
PowerPoint material on the students' memory. All of these tools were
prepared carefully to match the level and background of the
participants, who are currently students in the ALED at Universitas
Darussalam Gontor. Since these students had already learned an-
Nahwu al-Wadih during their time at PMDG, the focus was on
helping them recall what they had previously studied, not teaching
them something completely new.

The first instrument used was a pre-test. This test was given
before the students viewed the PowerPoint slides, and it was made to
check how much they could still remember about the topic of al-af“al
al-khamsah. The questions in the test were based on the grammar
points that had already been taught to them in the past. The results of
this test gave a clear picture of the students’ initial understanding and

how much of the lesson they had forgotten.

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After the pre-test, the students were shown a PowerPoint
module that had been created especially for this study. The slides
were designed to be simple, colorful, and easy to follow. They
included examples, short explanations, and visual aids to help make
the topic clearer. Compared to reading directly from an-Nahwu al-
Wadih, the PowerPoint version was made to be more engaging and
less overwhelming.

Once the students had gone through the PowerPoint material,
they were asked to take a post-test. This test was almost the same as
the pre-test in terms of difficulty and content, so it allowed the
researcher to see whether there was any improvement after the
intervention. Any change in the scores between the two tests could
help show how effective the PowerPoint was in helping the students
remember the grammar rules.

To complete the study, the students also answered a
perception survey-questionnaire. This survey included several
questions using a Likert scale, where students could choose how
strongly they agreed or disagreed with certain statements about the
PowerPoint. It also had a few open-ended questions where students
could give their opinions in their own words. The goal of this survey
was to find out what the students thought about the PowerPoint
material, whether they found it helpful, easy to understand, and
enjoyable to use compared to reviewing an-Nahwu al- Wadih on their
own.

Result and Discussion
After going through the full process of testing and reviewing

the material, the results clearly showed that there was a noticeable

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improvement in the students’ understanding of al-af“al al-khamsah.
By comparing the pre-test and post-test scores of all 40 participants,
we can see that most students scored better after using the
PowerPoint slides. This means that their memory of the topic
improved just by going through a simple and visual review session.
The average score in the pre-test was 62.88, while the average in the
post-test increased to 77.75. This shows a positive change that
supports the idea that PowerPoint can help students remember what
they already learned.

This improvement also shows a meaningful effect when
looked at from a statistical point of view. Even though this research
is small in scale and uses only one group, the difference between pre-
and post-test scores is enough to say that the intervention had a real
impact. The gain in learning was not something that happened
randomly, it was related to how the material was presented.® The use
of PowerPoint, with its simpler and more focused layout, made it
easier for students to follow the explanation and remember the rules.

The slides used in this study were very different from the
usual look of a grammar book like an-Nahwu al-Wadih. Instead of
long texts and complex examples, the PowerPoint used big fonts,
highlighted key points, and added colors to help students focus on
the most important parts. Each grammar rule was explained step by
step, with clear examples underneath. The way the information was
divided into short sections also helped the students not feel
overwhelmed. This made it easier for them to go back and read a
slide again when they needed to review a certain rule.

All of these elements: simple layout, clean visuals, and clear
structure worked together to help students refresh their memory.° It
did not teach them something completely new, but it made it easier
for them to recall what they already knew from an-Nahwu al-Wadih

in a faster and more enjoyable way.

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Besides looking at the test scores, this study also tried to
understand how the students felt about learning nahwu using
PowerPoint. After finishing the post-test, the 40 participants were
asked to answer a few questions about their experience. The
questions were part of a perception survey that helped show how the
students reacted to the new learning tool. The results of the survey
gave us a better picture of whether the students enjoyed the learning
process and if they found the slides helpful.

From the answers collected, most of the students shared a
positive response toward the use of slides. Out of 40 participants, 18
students (45%) said they were very satisfied with the PowerPoint
material, and 16 students (40%) said they were satisfied. Only a small
number, 4 students (10%), felt neutral, and just 2 students (5%) said
they were dissatisfied. None of the participants chose very
dissatisfied. This shows that the majority of students (85%)
appreciated the use of PowerPoint as a review tool.

Many students explained that the slides were easier to
understand compared to reading from an-Nahwu al-Wadih. They felt
the language used in the PowerPoint was simpler, and the
explanations were more direct. The slides didn’t have long
paragraphs or too many technical terms, which helped them stay
focused on the main points. Several students also liked how each
grammar rule was placed on a separate slide. This allowed them to
study the material step by step without feeling confused. They said
the information was clear, not heavy, and easier to remember. Some

even mentioned that it felt like the content had been “broken down”

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into small parts, which made the topic of al-af“al al-khamsah easier
to digest and less stressful to review.

In addition, most students agreed that the slides were useful
for quick revision. They liked how they could look at the slides again
quickly before a test or when they wanted to refresh their memory.
Since the design was visual and well-organized, they didn’t need to
spend too much time flipping through a book to find the information
they needed. Overall, the results of the survey showed that the
students had a positive experience and believed that PowerPoint
could really help them recall nahwu concepts that they had
previously learned through an-Nahwu al-Wadih.

The results of this study can also be explained by looking at
a few learning theories that support the way people understand and
remember information. One of the most well-known theories is
called Multimedia Learning Theory by Richard Mayer. According to

this theory, students learn better when they receive both visual and

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verbal input at the same time.? In this study, the PowerPoint slides
combined written text with visual elements like color, spacing, and
layout. This helped the students process the information more easily.
Instead of just reading from a page like in an-Nahwu al-Wadih, they
saw short explanations alongside examples and headings that made
everything more organized and less confusing. This kind of learning
helped their brains connect the ideas more strongly and remember
them better during the post-test.!!

Another idea that supports the results is related to adult
learning, which is called andragogy. Although the participants are
still university students, they already have a strong background in
nahwu from their time at PMDG. This means that they are not
complete beginners, and they are learning in a more mature way.
Adult learners usually prefer lessons that are clear, directly useful,
and easy to relate to their previous knowledge.? The PowerPoint
slides used in this research gave them just that, familiar content
presented in a new and simpler format. Because the material was
relevant and well-structured, it was easier for them to connect it with
what they had learned from an-Nahwu al-Wadih, which helped
strengthen their understanding.

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Finally, the idea of spaced repetition and memory also plays
an important role here. The students had already learned al-af*al al-
khamsah before, but since they hadn’t reviewed it in a long time, the
knowledge was buried deep in their memory.*® By giving them a new
way to look at the same topic through PowerPoint, the study acted
like a “reminder” that brought the old knowledge back to the surface.
Because the presentation was short and focused, it didn’t overwhelm
them, it just refreshed their memory and helped their brain reconnect
the grammar rules they already knew.!* This shows that even simple
tools like slides can make a big difference in helping students
remember what they’ve learned before, especially when the
presentation style fits their learning needs.

Conclusion

This study showed that PowerPoint slides can effectively
help students recall nahwu concepts they had previously learned
through the traditional method, particularly from an-Nahwu al-
Wadih. The participants, who are students in the Arabic Language
Teaching Department at Universitas Darussalam Gontor and alumni
of PMDG, demonstrated significant improvement in understanding

after reviewing grammar through slides, especially in the topic of al-

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af“al al-khamsah. Based on the results, most students agreed that
PowerPoint made the grammar rules easier to understand and more
enjoyable to study compared to reading directly from the book.

These findings answer the main questions of the study. Yes,
the students found it easier to understand grammar rules through the
PowerPoint slides than through an-Nahwu al-Wadih, and yes, they
enjoyed using slides more than reading from the book. This suggests
that PowerPoint can serve as a helpful tool to support traditional
learning, especially for review purposes. While it does not replace
classical books, it offers a simpler and clearer format that strengthens
students' memory and confidence in grammar.

This approach can also be expanded beyond nahwu to other
classical subjects such as sarf and balaghah, which are often seen as
difficult. Presenting these topics in simple and well-designed slides
may help students review them more easily. It is recommended for
Arabic education programs, especially those with pesantren-
background students, to begin incorporating digital visual materials
as part of their learning tools. Future research could also explore
comparing PowerPoint to other tools like videos or interactive apps
to see which method works best for refreshing classical knowledge
in modern classrooms.

The study aims to explore the major
derivations of the letters "J. -" in the Qur'an, focusing on the various meanings of

nouns formed from these letters. Using a descriptive and analytical library research
method, the researcher found that the word " J.~" (hml) branches into six different

linguistic materials, each with distinct meanings in the Qur'an, such as " " (hml)
referring to carrying on the back, and "«.-" (hlm) associated with dreams. The

research revealed that each derivation carries multiple meanings depending on the
context, such as the difference between "J.~" (hml) and "4.>" (hml) in terms of

carrying on the back or in the womb. The study also highlighted that the major
derivations of the letters "J . " encompass a wide range of meanings, including

punishment and bliss, showcasing the richness of Qur'anic language. The
researcher recommends a deeper understanding of the meanings of Qur'anic words
and acknowledges the unique and irreplaceable significance of these words due to
their specific connotations.

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Enhancing Students' Translation Abilities with
Bilingual Materaman Javanese and Arabic
Dictionaries
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Abstract
Translation skills play a crucial role in learning the Arabic language, particularly

when it comes to grasping the cultural subtleties found in various regional
dialects. However, students enrolled in the Arabic Language and Literature
Program (BSA) at UIN Sayyid Ali Rahmatullah Tulungagung often find it
challenging to relate Arabic concepts to their own Materaman Javanese culture,
highlighting a significant shortcoming in the current teaching materials.This
research aims to develop and assess a bilingual dictionary that integrates
Materaman Javanese and Arabic to improve translation learning for BSA
students. The study utilized a Research and Development methodology, which
unfolded in four key stages: (1) a needs analysis conducted through stakeholder
discussions; (2) the design of the dictionary tailored to meet educational needs;
(3) the compilation of entries enriched with cultural contexts; and (4) a thorough
evaluation process. Data were gathered through 12 classroom observations, semi-
structured interviews with 8 lecturers and 25 students, and assessment
questionnaires completed by 87 respondents. The findings reveal a 27.3%
increase in translation accuracy following the usage of the dictionary. Feedback
indicated that 89.7% of students experienced a better understanding of cultural
terms, while 84.5% observed structural similarities between the Materaman
Javanese and Arabic languages. Faculty evaluations noted a 31.6% reduction in
conceptual misunderstandings. This bilingual dictionary has effectively narrowed
the linguistic and cultural divides in translation education.

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Introduction

Language is one of culture’s dynamic elements, evolving
along with social, cultural, and technological changes.

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formal and informal contexts. New terms that appear on social
media are often adopted in daily life, creating a bridge between
formal and slang vocabulary.® It shows that social media is not only
a means of entertainment but also functions as a variety of
languages, such as expanding meaning, narrowing meaning, and
changing meaning completely.?

This research is conducted to fill the gap in the modern
Arabic study on social media, which has not been explored deeply
yet. The focus is on social media, which analyzes words uses on
various platforms such as Twitter, Instagram, TikTok, and
Facebook. The researcher highlights the role of social media in
creating language trends that reflect current social values and
phenomena, including the diversity of digital cultural identities.** In
this way, the researcher provides insight on how the contexts and
characteristics of each platform affects the meaning of words in
Arabic.

Previous research in the field of Arabic Dictionary
lexicography by Saiful Anwar also touched on the development of
Arabic, but not in the modern context and social media.

For
example, Noura Said's research shows how social media becomes an
effective tool for spreading new vocabulary in language learning.!3
However, this research focuses more on English, while studies on
modern Arabic are still limited. Therefore, this research aims to
provide new contributions to understand the Arabic dynamics in this

Arabic is also developing on Twitter. Al Hasan found that Twitter
plays a role in the spread of new Arabic vocabulary and modern
expressions. Twitter also facilitates the adaptation of Arabic in a
digital context.’® In a broader context, Farah provides a research
resulting on the development of Arabic after globalization on social

media. Her research shows that foreign languages freely influence

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Method

In addition, social media
introduces new vocabulary through hashtags and viral phrases,
which are often used to shape public opinion and drive digital trends.

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This process of composition allows the creation of new
words variety with different meanings from their root words,
reflecting the Arabic language's ability to adapt and evolve.

Compounding

Compounding in Arabic occurs through the combination of
two simple lexemes to form a new meaning. This process produces
a new word that has a different meaning from the original meaning
of the lexemes combined. However, compounding is not the same
as idiom, although both involve the combination of two or more
words. 3! The difference lies in meaning: in compounding, the
meaning of the new word can still be traced from the original
lexeme.

The important thing in this process is the presence of a bound
form called a pro-lexeme. This form resembles an affix because it

cannot stand alone as a word, but is functioned in a certain context.

Data analysis techniques by
presenting data and drawing conclusions. The results of this research are:
1) The teacher is good at conducting Arabic language learning assessments
in implementing the independent curriculum in Grade 8A using different
techniques and different forms of assessment tools and aligned with the
learning objectives. 2) There are various factors that support the
assessment process, among others: Adequate facilities and infrastructure,
the teacher provides constructive feedback and the teacher never provides
destructive feedback, and there are disciplined students when carrying out
assessments. Factors that hinder assessment include: Sometimes there is
still a lack of facilities and infrastructure provided by the school and there
is a lack of student discipline in conducting and collecting assessments.

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Abstract

This research is motivated by the number of Arabic language scores of 7t
grade students of Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta in the
academic year 2023/2024, which remain below the Minimum Mastery
Criteria (KKM) index of 75. This study aims to analyze the achievement
of Arabic learning outcomes of 7™ grade students of Muhammadiyah 3
Junior High School Yogyakarta compared with the Arabic achievement
index of Muhammadiyah Junior High School in Yogyakarta. This study
uses a quantitative descriptive research method, and the data collection
technique uses documentation. The sample in this study is 7" grade
students of Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta 2023/2024
period, which totals thirty students. In this study, the researcher uses a
random sampling method, and the data analysis technique used is one
sample t-test. Based on the data collected and tested using SPSS version
25, it shows that the independent sample t-test produces a T-Count value
of -12,961< 1.984217. Most students have not reached the Minimum
Completion Criteria (KKM) set at 75, so it can be concluded that Arabic
language learning needs to be evaluated and improved, both in terms of
teaching methods, learning media, and student learning motivation.

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Arabic language learning process, students' mastery of knowledge
about tarkib (sentence structure), mufradat (vocabulary), daily
conversation, and tadrib is the result of Arabic language learning.
The Arabic language learning encompasses four core skill such as
reading, speaking, listening, and writing. As a result, listening is
considered the most foundational skill because the listening process
is key to developing students' skills. When students master the skill
of listening, it will encourage them to think critically about what
they hear, speak in Arabic fusha, and write clearly.® At the end of
the learning process, teachers can use learning outcome tests to
measure students' understanding of the material that has been taught
and their success in learning Arabic.

Many students
are not actively engaged in participating in teaching and learning
activities at the beginning of the learning process and have low

In the background of students, some students
have previously attended public or general elementary schools,
where they have never studied Arabic at all. Some students have a
school background in a madrasah ibtidaiyyah before, where Arabic
language learning is available. The lesson teaching method are often
perceived as monotonous, so there are still many students who do
not pay attention, and many students think that Arabic lessons are
difficult to understand. Therefore, it is necessary to conduct
evaluation to measure the extent of student achievement by
considering the above problems.

Assessment is necessary to gauge achievement in schooling.
Evaluation is one of the three essential components of educational
performance: instructional objectives, instructional execution, and
assessment of educational outcomes. Learning achievement is
understanding, mastery, and application of the knowledge obtained
during the learning process. ° In Arabic language learning, learning
achievement reflects the level of students' ability to master language

The research of Muslim Mubarok (2022) is titled “Analisis
Penerapan Metode Pembelajaran Bahasa Arab Kelas IV”. This
research uses qualitative research methods with a case study type of
research from data sources from teachers, students, and the learning
process. The results showed that the Arabic language learning

process only applied two learning methods, namely grammar
translation and audiolingual, with a ratio of >75%h:<25%.12

Cendikia Makassar,” This research aims to find out how 9th-grade
students face difficulties in learning Arabic, aims to find out how
SMPIT Insan Cendekia Makassar deals with Arabic learning
problems. The type of research used in this article is qualitative
research with teacher and student research subjects, and data
collection methods in this study using interviews, observation, and

Sirajuddin Saleh's research, entitled “Analysis of Student
Learning Achievement of General High School Graduates and
Vocational High Schools”*, this research aims to find out the
differences in student achievement of General High School and
Vocational High School graduates, as well as identify factors that
support and hinder student achievement. Data collection using
observation, interview, and documentation techniques, in this study
using a quantitative approach. The results showed that: 1) The
learning achievement of General High School students averaged
3.72 and Vocational High School students averaged 3.77; 2) There
is no significant difference in achievement between General High
School and VVocational High School students; 3) Factors that support
learning achievement include learning motivation, intelligence,
concentration, goals to be achieved, diligence in attending classes
and doing assignments, and academic activeness.

Referring to the previous research above, the researcher
found a difference. This study is more specific to analyze student
learning outcomes on PAS 2023/2024 scores as a form of researcher

From the results of the observations made by the researcher, the
researcher saw the lack of effectiveness in Arabic language learning
at Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta such as the use
of classical methods such as lecture and giroah methods that make
students bored, learning media that are less interactive in a language
environment that are not supportive. To support the success of
learning, it is necessary to have a structured and directed framework,
in the sense that the learning process must be carried out with
effective methods, 2! and interactive media. 22

In improving students’ Arabic language skills, things that
include reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills need to be
done to support language success to improve learning outcomes. 2

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to have scores below the index/KKM, which is 75. There are only
three students who get scores above KKM 75. This needs to be an
evaluation material for 7" grade Arabic language teachers at
Muhammadiyah 3 Yogyakarta Junior High School in the 2023/2024
school period.

From the input that the researcher provided through the
documentation of the student answers that were inputted through
Microsoft Excel, researchers processed data through the SPSS
version 25 application using the homogeneity test, normality test,
and one sample t-test. From the data that researchers obtained from
the 2023/2024 PAS (End of Semester Research) score document,
there were only three students who scored above the KKM, while
there were 27 students who scored below the KKM. Of these, it is
very minimal for students who get scores above the KKM.

After the research data is collected, the next step is data
processing, which includes several main stages, such as
homogeneity tests, normality tests, and data analysis using the SPSS
program.

Data Analysis

Data analysis is the process of simplifying data into a more
straightforward format to read and process.

At the end of this article, The results of the data analysis of
statistical tests that the researchers have carried out, it can be
concluded that the 7" grade Arabic language scores of
Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta are below the
KKM (75), and the results of the scores are not comparable to the
Arabic achievement index of Muhammadiyah junior high school in
Yogyakarta, because the scores are still below the KKM (75). So, it
IS necessary to evaluate teachers and students to achieve the target
of success in learning Arabic by utilizing school facilities for the
continuity of the learning process and creating a bilingual

environment to improve foreign language skills.
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Students, teachers, and educational environments must work
together to improve Arabic language learning. Teachers can use
creative and diverse approaches, such as conversation simulations,
the use of audio-visual media, or digital application-based learning,
or provide additional motivation to students through programs such
as Arabic language competitions, awards for outstanding students,
or cultural visits to environments that support Arabic language
mastery.

With this effort, it is expected that students can master
Arabic well. Learning achievement shows the results of interaction
between teachers, students, curriculum, and the learning
environment during the learning process. These results can be
measured through tests, test scores, or other performance
evaluations, showing how well students achieve learning goals. * It
can be measured through several indicators, such as the ability to

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understanding of reading and writing skills, and the ability to
communicate in Arabic.
Conclusion

The results of statistical test data analysis show that the
Arabic language scores of 7" grade students of Muhammadiyah 3
Junior High School Yogyakarta7 students at Muhammadiyah 3
Junior High School Yogyakarta are below the KKM (75) and do not
align with the Arabic language achievement index of
Muhammadiyah Junior High School in Yogyakarta. This indicates
that the student’s scores are not in line with the expected standard,
so there is a need for a thorough evaluation of the Arabic language
teachers at Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta. This
evaluation process is crucial to understand the factors that may
cause low grades or student learning outcomes in Arabic subjects.
To improve learning, teachers should use technology and additional
resources, and where necessary, training for professional to make
the learning process more effective or enchance the effectiveness
and quality.

In addition, it is very important to create a supportive
bilingual environment, which can be achieved by encouraging
students to use Arabic or foreign languages in communication in the
classroom or beyond, and teachers can use creative and diverse
approaches, such as conversation simulation, the use of audio-visual
media, or digital application-based learning. With these efforts, it is
expected that students' language skills will improve significantly as

well as improve students' Arabic learning achievement at
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Muhammadiyah 3 Junior High School Yogyakarta and ensure that

they can achieve the expected standards.
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Abstract

The rising tensions between Iran and Israel have been highlighted by many
international mass media, such as Al Arabiya, and BBC Araby. This
research discusses mass media strategies in representing social actors in
the news of Iran's attack on lIsrael using Theo Van Leeuwen's Critical
Discourse Analysis model. The research method used is descriptive
qualitative with data collection techniques including documentation,
reading, and note-taking. Then the data analysis technique used is the
Miles and Huberman model which includes data reduction, data
presentation, and conclusion drawing. The researcher focused the analysis
on inclusion strategies described by Theo Van Leeuwen, such as
nomination, categorization, assimilation, association, determination, and
others. The findings show that Al Arabiya, and BBC Araby media use four
strategies to present the social actors involved in their news narratives
about Iran's attack on Israel. The four strategies include determination,
indetermination, assimilation, and individualization. Of the four strategies
used, BBC Arabic media has a greater and more detailed representation of
the details of the social actors involved than Al Arabiya media, it can be
seen from the high percentage of BBC Araby media in highlighting the
various social actors featured in each strategy in the news narrative.

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Introduction

The Middle East has been the epicenter of international
conflict for many years.! Many countries have been involved in the
situation, including the conflict between Iran and Israel, which has
become one of the most controversial. In recent years, tensions
between Iran and Israel have increased with various triggers ranging
from political, ideological, religious, and opposing interests.

One of the strong factors behind the ongoing conflict
between Iran and Israel today is Iran's foreign policy of supporting
the Palestinian struggle for independence from lIsraeli Zionism.?
This makes the condition even murkier because on the one hand,
Israel is one of the countries that aggressively attacks Palestine.
Meanwhile, the Iranian authorities stated that the current tensions in
the Middle East could be resolved if Israel stopped military
operations against the Palestinians.®

The mutual attacks between Iran and Israel continued until
they reached a point of tension in October 2024. When Iran took

revenge on lIsrael by carrying out a massive attack and targeting

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military centers in the state of Israel, Iran took revenge on Israel.*
The existence of these events reinforces the continuing nuclear
proliferation rivalry between Iran and Israel.® Such aggression often
has a variety of negative impacts ranging from damage, losses, loss
of life and subsequent attacks. Hikmawanto Juwana, a professor of
International Law at Ul also highlighted the current situation of state
instability in the Middle East Region, he argued that if tensions in
the region continue, the potential for World War 111 may occur.
Iran's attack on Israel has become one of the most complex
and controversial international conflict phenomena.” The existence
of the conflict is also inseparable from the news in the mass media
and has become the main spotlight and center of attention of the
international community. This expression is in line with the
existence of mass media which often presents the latest news on
global political, religious and other issues that can attract the

attention of a wide audience.?

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One of the internationally renowned media outlets
highlighting the situation is Al Arabiya and BBC Arabic. Both mass
media are quite intense in covering the turmoil of the conflict
between Iran and Israel through their news. The role of mass media
in reporting is very important as a forum for distributing discourse,
information, knowledge and situations that exist in the public
environment so that they can be accessed by everyone freely,
voluntarily, publicly and affordably.®

The approach to media texts as a form of social construction
has become a central focus in various linguistic and discourse
studies. Language is viewed as a system of signs that constructs
meaning through the relationships between its elements.'® Thus
media employs language as a tool to build certain social realities.
Furthermore, meaning in texts including media texts is often not
explicitly stated, but rather implied through symbols and complex
linguistic structures, especially in political and conflict-related
issues. * Therefore, a news text in mass media is the result of a

media discourse process, in which the media's values, ideologies,

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and interests are embedded. This indicates that the media is “not
neutral” in its construction of social realities.*?

A news report in mass media is not merely a representation
of an event, but rather a constructed narrative that embodies specific
values and norms upheld by the media outlet publishing it. Each
media organization has distinctive way of delivering news ranging
from the selection of headlines, diction, writing style, visuals
aligned with its agenda-setting, to the content or messages conveyed
within it.®® Therefore, particular characteristics that distinguish one
media outlet from another in presenting a news text. This includes
how the media involves and represents social actors in a given
event. In news discourse, the meaning and image of social actors are
shaped not only by what is said but also by how it is constructed
through language and other discursive elements.**

A text is seen as a means as well as a media place for a social
actor, either an individual or a group, to favor themselves or
marginalize other groups. It is at this point that representation plays
an important role. The term representation refers to how a person, a

group, an actor, an idea, or a particular opinion is presented in a

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news report.’® It can also be said that representation refers to how a
person, group, or idea is presented in the news text, whether it is
presented as it is or is deliberately made worse. In addition,
representation is also related to how a person, group, or idea is
presented through words, sentences, or certain photos.®

The incident of Iran's attack on Israel has involved many
actors, so it is interesting to study the methods or strategies used by
the mass media in presenting the parties involved in the event
through the news. News about Iran's attack on Israel can be analyzed
using a critical discourse analysis approach. Critical discourse
analysis is used to understand how language as a social practice is
associated with a discourse context that has a specific purpose.’
Therefore, Theo Van Leeuwen's critical discourse analysis model is
seen as a relevant approach to be used as an analytical knife in this
research. This model is a critical discourse analysis approach
created by Leeuwen to explain how certain figures or social actors

are displayed or hidden in discourse or news.*®

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It is interesting, of course, to examine the issue of the
appearance of social actors in the news with the critical discourse
analysis model of Theo Van Leeuwen's perspective, which the
researcher considers quite relevant as an analytical knife to answer
these issues. In general, the critical discourse analysis model
developed by Theo Van Leeuwen aims to identify and analyze the
marginalization of a group or individual in a discourse. According
to Theo Van Leeuwen, discourse in mass media is not merely seen
as a linguistic structure, but also as a social practice laden with
ideological meaning.*® This model typically illustrates how social
actors are represented in mass media.?® Therefore, in analyzing or
describing how social actors whether individuals or groups are
portrayed in news reporting, Theo Van Leeuwen formulates two
specific strategies that serve as the main focus of his theory is the
processes of exclusion and inclusion.?

The exclusion strategy is the process of excluding or
eliminating certain actors from the discourse that will be able to
change and legitimize the reader's understanding of the

phenomenon. Meanwhile, the Inclusion strategy is a process used

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by discourse to feature something, someone, an actor or group in a
news text.?? According to Theo Van Leeuwen, there are several
ways of packaging news carried out by the media through the
inclusion process, namely (a) differentiation-indifference, (b)
objectivation-abstraction, (¢) nomination-categorization, (d)
nomination-identification, (e) determination-indetermination, (f)
assimilation-individualization, and (g) association-dissociation.?
Throughout the search conducted by researchers, researchers
still have not found previous studies that have focused on the study
of news in the mass media on the topic of Iran's attack on Israel.
Previous research is more likely to explore the conditions or
dynamics of the conflict that occurred in the two countries. The first
research focuses on the escalation of the Iran-Israel conflict in
Damascus: Implications for Regional and Global Security
Stability.>* The second is to reveal the conditions of rivalry between
the countries of Iran and Israel.?® Third, it discusses Israel's attitude

that always trying to sabotage Iran's nuclear installations.?® The

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fourth is to analyze Iran's solidarity in response to Israel's attack on
Palestine.?” Fifth, it examines how the military components of each
country from both Iran and Israel and who is the strongest between
the two countries in conflict.8

The use of the critical discourse analysis theory approach of
Theo Van Leeuwen's model has been widely applied by various
previous studies. The first is to analyze critical discourse through
inclusion and exclusion strategies on Al-Arabiya, net, and Al-
Jazeera news about suicide bombings in Bandung edition 7
December 2022.2° The second is to describe the process of
exclusion and inclusion in Deddy Corbuzier's YouTube podcast
video about the shooting of Brigadier Joshua.® The third is to reveal
the strategies of exclusion and inclusion, as well as the differences
in the use of reporting strategies in news coverage of the Al-Shifa
Hospital attack in the online media outlets Republika, Al Jazeera,

and BBC News.® Fourth is to reveal the representation of social

Fifth is to reveal
the ideological characteristics of exclusion and inclusion as well as
the differences between the two strategies contained in the COVID-
19 reporting on crime in the online media SINDO news.com and
Fajar.co.id.

Based on the previous studies described above, this research
has similarities and differences with previous studies. The similarity
lies in the formal object (theory) used in the form of Theo Van
Leeuwen's critical discourse analysis and the selection of the object
of study on the news. The difference lies in the content of the news
and the focus of the study raised. This study raises several news
stories containing the news of Iran's attack on Israel contained in the
mass media Al Arabiya, and BBC Arabic, with a focus on how the
strategies used by the media on the actors involved to be featured in
the news narrative, which this type of research has never been
studied before.

Departing from the similarities and differences above, the
researcher tries to position this research with previous research to

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provide a renewal in terms of phenomena or issues of the object of
study that have never been raised before and tries to fill the gaps in
various previous studies.

This research focuses on efforts to uncover and identify
various strategies applied by the mass media Al Arabiya and BBC
Arabic in presenting various social actors involved in the Iranian
attack on Israel. The existence of this research is also expected to
contribute to the scientific field, innovate findings, and add
references.

Method

This study adopts a qualitative descriptive research
approach, in which the researcher first seeks to gain a deep
understanding and adapt to the social situation or object of study
being examined.3* The main focus of this research is to describe the
social actors involved in the news coverage of the Iranian attack on
Israel, using the critical discourse analysis model from the
perspective of Theo Van Leeuwen. The data collection techniques
employed by the researcher include documentation, reading, and
note-taking. In the documentation technique, the researcher collects
online news articles highlighting the Iranian attack on Israel from
selected news sources, namely Al Arabiya and BBC Arabic, both of
which published reports on this incident on October 2, 2024. The
reading and note-taking technique was used by researchers to read

carefully to find the social actors involved in the reporting of Iran's

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attack on Israel in the two selected news sources. Then, the social
actors that have been found are classified based on Theo Van
Leeuuween's actor performance strategy.

The data that has been collected is then analyzed using the
Miles and Huberman model which consists of several stages,
including 1) Data reduction, at this stage researchers filter and
simplify data from each news text that has been collected, by
identifying the strategies applied by each news in presenting the
social actors involved in the news event, 2) Presentation of data, at
this stage the reduced data is organized in the form of tables and
descriptions systematically, by the social actor appearance strategies
used by each news media. Each social actor found is categorized
based on Theo Van Leeuwen's approach, such as determination,
individualization and others, and reinforced with expert opinions to
support the analysis process.

This data presentation also includes text excerpts from the
news to support the classification, 3) Drawing conclusions and
verification, based on the data that has been presented, then
researchers draw conclusions about the strategies applied by each
news channel in presenting social actors. Then, verification is done
by rechecking the data and analysis to ensure that the findings are

accurate and in-depth.

Result and Discussion
The Iranian attack on Israel has been reported by various
news channels, including Al Arabiya and BBC Arabic. These two

channels were selected by the researcher as sources of news in this
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study because both are credible international media outlets with a
wide audience reach in the Middle East region, and they are among
those that pay particular attention to the geopolitical conflict
between Iran and Israel. Moreover, the two news channels have
different backgrounds. Al Arabiya represents Arabic-language
media with a Gulf state perspective, while BBC Arabic is a branch
of Western media that delivers news in Arabic for a Middle Eastern
audience. As such, these two sources present diverse discourse
representations in their coverage of the Iranian attack on Israel. Both
channels published news articles on the Iranian attack on lIsrael in
October 2024, as shown in the table below:

Through its news narrative, each mass media has its own

characteristics in presenting its news writing, including various
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social actors that appear in the content of the news and a number of
strategies applied in displaying these various social actors. In the
news coverage of Iran's attack on Israel, there are a number of social
actors raised by the media in the news narrative. Sometimes the
social actors who appear are still actively involved in an event and
sometimes the actors are passive or actors who have been victims
of both the event and other events, but are reappeared in a news
report. In the analysis section below, the focus will be on identifying
the strategies used by each news channel to present the various
social actors involved in the news events. The detailed explanation
is a follows:
Determination

Determination is a report on events or social actors that are
not clearly displayed and contain anonymous elements in it.>> The
following table presents several social actors represented by Al
Arabiya and BBC Araby using the strategy of determination in their
news coverage.

identified several social actors who were not clearly displayed by the
media. As in the first data that displays Israeli military officials, then
Israeli security officials) in the second data, the Iranian

Revolutionary Guard Corps (IRGC) in the third data, medical
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personnel in the fourth data, then senior Iranian officials in the fifth
data, and a US Pentagon spokesman in the sixth data.

The news editorial excerpts presented by Al Arabiya and
BBC Araby media above, use a determination strategy where social
actors or events are not clearly mentioned or anonymous in the text.
According to Dewi (2021) one of the main reasons is that journalists
may not have enough evidence or sufficient information to clearly
identify social actors, it could also be because there is a structural
fear of a clear category of a social actor when mentioned in the text.
This strategy is in accordance with Theo Van Leeuwen's theory
which emphasizes that determination refers to mentioning the
identity of social actors not clearly and without specific details and
to avoid conveying inaccurate information or excessive
assumptions.® The following is the percentage of the use of the
Determination strategy used by each media in presenting the social
actors involved in the news event.

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Indetermination

Indetermination is the treatment of social actors, which is
displayed in a news report clearly by mentioning the name as the
identity of the actor.3’ The following table presents several social
actors represented by Al Arabiya and BBC Araby using the strategy
of Indetermination in their news coverage.

Based on the news data excerpts above, researchers again
found a number of social actors involved in the news and clearly
displayed. As in the first data that displays Benjamin Netanyahu, an
Israeli prime minister, then Hussein Hamayel, a governor in the city
of Jericho in the second data, Ayatollah Humaini as the supreme
leader of Iran in the third data, Joe Biden as the president of the
United States in the fourth data, Lloyd Austin, a United States
Secretary of Defense in the fifth, then John Healey as the British
Minister of Defense, and Sir Keir Starmer, a British Prime Minister
in the sixth and seventh data, and Daniel Hagari, a spokesman for

the Israeli Defense Forces in the eighth data.
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Each media outlet, both Al Arabiya and BBC Araby in their
news editorials above, present the social actors they involve in an
indeterminate manner. This refers to the way in which social actors
or events are mentioned by the media in a clear and identifiable way
in the text. Information about who or what is involved is very clear
and unambiguous. This supports Theo Van Leeuwen's theory that
indetermination strategies are used by the media to create specific
and straightforward representations of social actors, which allows
readers to easily identify the social actors in question or the events
discussed. 3 The following is the percentage of the use of
indetermination strategies used by each media in presenting the
social actors involved in the news event.

Assimilation is the appearance of social actors or actors who
are positioned as victims and appear not clearly, mentioned only to

the extent of their community or social status.3® The following table

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Based on the news data excerpts above, researchers again
found a similar victimized social actors involved in the news and
displayed not clearly. As in the first data which shows one man who

has been killed, then two people who suffered minor injuries in the

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second data, and senior leaders and Iranian armed militia figures
who were killed in the third data.

In the news editorial quote above shows that Al Arabiya and
BBC Araby media use an assimilation strategy, where the social
actors who are victims or the events that occur are not clearly and
specifically disclosed in the text. This is in accordance with Theo
Van Leeuwen's theory that the assimilation strategy is used to
disguise the identity of the victim's social actor and information
about the identity of the actor tends to be general, so this strategy
creates ambiguity that makes it difficult for readers to identify the
actor specifically and sometimes readers guess personally the
identity of the victim or the party in question, as seen in the news
data.*

The following is the percentage of the use of assimilation
strategies used by each media in presenting the social actors involved
in the news event.

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Based on the news data excerpts above, researchers again
found several social actor victims involved in the news and
displayed clearly and specifically. The first data displays the
assassination of Hassan Nasrallah, the Secretary General of
Hezbollah, then the death of Abbas Nilforushan, an IRGC

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commander in the second data, and the killing of Ismail Haniyeh, a
Hamas political leader in the third data.

The news editorial quote above reflects the individualization
strategy used by Al Arabiya and BBC Araby media, by presenting
social actors or groups who are victims clearly and their categories
are mentioned straightforwardly in the text or discourse. This
mention reflects the characteristics of individualization described by
Theo Van Leeuwen, where information about who the victim actors
are or what is involved is presented explicitly in the news narrative
and avoids ambiguity, so that readers can easily identify specifically
the victim social actors and other parties referred to.*

The following is a percentage of the use of individualization
strategies used by each media in presenting social actors involved in
news events.

Based on the analysis of the representation of social actors in
the news coverage of the Iran-Israel attack, using two news sources
Al Arabiya and BBC Arabic it was found that not all seven types of
social actor representation strategies proposed by Theo Van

Leeuwen could be applied in this study. These seven types include;

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(a) differentiation-indifference, (b) objectivation-abstraction, (c)
nomination-categorization, (d) nomination-identification, (e)
determination-indetermination, (f) assimilation-individualization,
and (g) association-dissociation. This limitation is due to the lack of
linguistic evidence supporting the presence of these types within the
corpus of news texts analyzed. Therefore, the focus of the analysis
in this study is limited to strategies that can be explicitly identified
in the data, such as Determination—Indetermination and
Assimilation—Individualization. The other types are still mentioned
as part of the theoretical scope of Theo Van Leecuwen’s model as a
whole, but their application in the analysis is selective due to the
absence of factual evidence supporting their occurrence in the news
texts examined.
Conclusion

Based on the analysis of two online news portals, namely Al
Arabiya and BBC Arabic. It is concluded that each media uses its
strategy in presenting social actors involved in news events related
to Iran's attack on Israel. Al Arabiya displays three active actors in
a Determined manner, namely (the Council of Ministers of Security
and Politics, the General Staff of the Iranian Armed Forces, and the
White House). As well as three other active actors in
Indetermination (Benjamin Netanyahu, Abbas Araqchi, and Jake
Sullivan). This media also elevates social actors who are positioned
as victims with the strategies of Assimilation (a dead man and an
advisor to the Iranian Revolutionary Guard) and Individualization

(Hassan Nasrullah and Ismael Hanieyah).
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BBC Araby features six active actors by Determination (Israeli
military and security officials, Iranian Revolutionary Guard Corps,
medics, senior Iranian officials and Pentagon spokespersons). And
eight other active actors in Indeterminacy (Benjamin Netanyahu,
Hussein Hamayel, Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, Joe Biden, Lloyd
Austin, John Healey, Sir Keir Starmer, and Daniel Hagari). It also
used Assimilation for one killed, two wounded and one leader
killed, and Individualization for three other victim actors (Hassan
Nasrullah, Abbas Nilforushan, and Ismael Hanieyah).

The conclusion narrative above shows that BBC Araby media
has the highest percentage of highlighting various social actors in
its news. It can be seen from the number of social actors featured in
the news narrative. So this strategy shows that BBC Araby has
greater attention to the details of the events and actors involved, so
that it can be present a more comprehensive picture to readers.
Meanwhile, Al Arabiya media shows a more limited approach to the
representation of social actors. Al Arabiya tends to focus its news
on several active actors and victims with the use of a more balanced
strategy between Determination, Indetermination, Assimilation, and
Individualization.

The weakness in this study lies in the limited scope of data on
two news portals, namely Al Arabiya and BBC Arabic, so it has not
been able to provide a broader picture of the patterns of
representation of social actors in other international media. In
addition, the focus of the research only uses inclusion strategies
based on Theo Van Leeuwen's model, while the exclusion aspects

that are also important in shaping media discourse have not been the

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main concern. Future research is recommended to expand the object
of study by involving media from various geographical areas and
different ideologies, as well as integrating analysis of exclusion
strategies to provide a more holistic perspective in understanding
the dynamics of international conflict reporting.
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Abstract

The integration of ChatGPT as an Al-powered language model into
Arabic language learning has opened new avenues for interactive and
personalized learning experiences. While existing studies have
highlighted its general effectiveness in foreign language acquisition, there
remains a limited understanding of how its use aligns specifically with
principles of cognitive theory in the context of Arabic learning. This study
addresses that gap by conducting a content analysis of how learners
interact with ChatGPT, focusing on cognitive mechanisms such as
feedback processing, working memory activation, and metacognitive
engagement. The novelty of this research lies in its detailed exploration of
learner-platform interaction patterns from a cognitive perspective,
offering insights into the specific cognitive affordances and limitations of
ChatGPT in Arabic language instruction. By situating the analysis within
cognitive theoretical frameworks, this study provides a foundational
understanding of how Al tools like ChatGPT can be optimized for Arabic
language pedagogy. This study aims to explore the integration of
ChatGPT in Arabic language learning using a cognitive theory approach.
The research used the qualitative approach with content analysis methods.
The data used in this research are secondary data. The data collection
techniques are through library study. The results of the study demonstrates
that ChatGPT can function as a cognitive partner supporting Arabic
language learning through mechanisms such as scaffolding, ZPD, and
dialogue-based learning. These findings provide a theoretical and
practical foundation for developing Al-based Arabic language instruction
aligned with cognitive theory principles.
